DEFINITIONS:
For the purpose of this Agreement, the following definitions will apply:

1.

CIVIC EVENTS: A Civic Event is defined as events sponsored by civic and/or religious groups, including but not
limited to graduations, religious services and meetings.

YELLOW CARD TYPE SHOWS: A Yellow card type show is defined as Road shows, concerts, ballets, recitals,
ice shows, circus shows, or any type of “legitimate” theatrical events.

COMMERCIAL SHOWS: A commercial show is defined as any show which sells a product or service, including
business meetings, presentations, and conventions requiring load-in, set up, running and load out of equipment
or scenery.

YELLOW CARD SHOWS: Yellow card shows are those which are legitimate theatrical traveling attractions that
are signatory to an “IATSE” traveling shows agreement.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1.

The straight time hourly rate is applied for the first eight (8) hours worked in any single day except when such
work occurs during a performance in which case the performance rate will apply. Time and one half the hourly
rate will be paid for all hours worked in excess of eight (8) in any single day except when such work occurs
during a performance in which case the performance rate will apply. Time and one half the hourly rate will be
paid for all hours worked between 12:00 midnight and 8:00am, all hours worked over 40 per week and any hours
worked on Saturday or Sunday. Double the hourly rate will be paid for all hours worked in excess of sixteen (16)
in any single day except when such work occurs during a performance in which case the performance rate will

apply.

On the holidays listed below, hourly rates of pay will be at double time except when such work occurs during a
performance in which case the holiday performance rate will apply.

New Years Day Martin Luther King Day
Presidents Day Memorial Day
Independence Day Labor Day

Election Day Veterans Day
Thanksgiving Day Christmas Day

All time will be computed in one-half hour increments.

All daily work calls, excluding the load-in on commercial shows, such as load-in, load-out, packing, maintenance,
house restoration, rehearsals, etc. shall be paid at a minimum of four hours daily. A continuity call for
performance crew members may be called for work one hour before “half hour” and/ or called to remain up to
one hour after the final curtain This continuity call shall be paid at the prevailing hourly rate in one-half hour
increments. Any work performed in excess of the above, with the exception of “mop calls” shall be paid at a
four-hour minimum. Any activity after the final curtain, such as collecting or securing the props, sound or lighting
equipment, raising of the flying pieces, or clearing of set pieces necessary to safeguard the equipment or the
stage area as determined by the management shall be considered part of the normal show call and not a
continuity or work call. If such activity exceeds fifteen minutes from the end of the show call the performance
overtime rate shall apply.

For commercial shows there will be minimum daily pay of eight hours for the load-in and four hours daily for the
load-out.

There will be a fifteen-minute break approximately halfway between each meal break and between the end of
the last performance and the start of the take out.

The house crew will report no later than one and one half hours prior to the scheduled performance starting time
and the remaining show crew will report no later than one-half hour prior to the scheduled performance starting
time.

MEAL PERIODS-
a. There will be a one-hour meal period without pay at a minimum of three hours and a
maximum of five hours after the call begins, or at the last meal period.

b. If a one-hour meal period cannot be granted, the workers will receive double the
prevailing hourly rate for each hour worked until a meal period is given or a meal is
provided.

c. Inlieu of a one-hour meal break, the employer may provide a meal, in which case the
workers will suffer no loss of time on the payroll (dinner meals must be hot, and all
meals must have a vegetarian option).

d. If the workers are broken for one hour, they shall receive a two-hour minimum call
when they return to work.

A stagehand called to take out the show will be paid from the nearest one-half hour prior to the scheduled end of
the performance of such show.

Stagehands working a yellow card type show shall only work the performance and will not engage in takedown
or packing of the show until the performance is ended.

In the event that a performance or work call runs from a higher rate time period into a lower rate time period, the
higher rate will apply until there has been an eight-hour break between the time periods. If a new call begins
between the hours of 6:00am and 8:00am and there has been an eight hour break before the start of the call, the
stagehands will be paid the higher rate for all time worked between 6:00am and 8:00am and revert back to the
straight time rate after 8:00am unless and until the stagehand has worked eight hours, including time worked
between 6:00am and 8:00am. There shall be no pyramiding of overtime rates.

With the exception of the holiday performance rates, the stagehand performance rate is based on 3.5 hours of
regular pay for performances Monday through Friday and 3.5 hours of time and one half pay on Saturday and
Sunday.

If there is not an eight-hour rest period between calls, stagehands will be paid at twice the prevailing rate,
excluding performances, until an eight-hour break has occurred. Clients who exceed their rental period causing
increased labor rates for the following day’s activity will be responsible for any excess labor charges incurred on
the effected day.

For non technical rehearsals only, the work light crew will consist of any department heads and show crew as
determined by management. Please note: a past precedent of a minimum of four heads is in place.

Stagehands working during the final performance of a show, as packers will be paid the minimum performance
rate.

Any performance, or stage presentation, Audio Taped, Video Taped, Broadcast, Telecast, Filmed, distributed
over the Internet or any other electronic, network, or mechanically reproduced in any manner for commercial
purposes, will be charged at double the applicable performance rates for all members of the show crew. Any
reproductions by the above means by news crews of commercial stations are not considered to be for
commercial purposes.

The “ATLANTA CIVIC CENTER?” in its sole discretion shall designate six department heads, one of which will be
designated as the lead person.

The “ATLANTA CIVIC CENTER” requires dark clothing or suitable business clothing, during a performance
when required to work in view of the audience. Stagehands required to dress in specific show costume shall be
paid an additional fee as indicated on the rate schedule per performance.

In the event the house sound person is operating the sound console in the front of house and microphones and/
or other instruments and/ or equipment are required to be moved during the performance, an additional
stagehand will be added to handle such placement, coordination, and service of sound instrument’s and/ or
equipment as determined necessary by management.

The “UNION” shall appoint a “CIVIC CENTER” stagehand as Union Steward.

The Union Steward will be responsible for bringing to the immediate attention of the employer’s representative
any complaint or grievance that might arise on the job. If the complaint cannot be resolved, the Union Steward
shall be responsible for contacting the appropriate representative on the Union for further handling of the
complaint or grievance. In fulfilling their obligation, the Union Steward shall not allow any slow down of work.

In the event motors or points are hung, (grid or high steelwork), two stagehands will go up for the rigging, and
one stagehand will perform ground rigging. Stagehands required to perform “High Work”, defined as 20 feet or
more above the permanent floor without the benefit of mechanical type lifts, ground supported focusing ladders,
scaffolding, or scenery designed to safely accommodate workers shall be paid, in half hour increments, the
rigging rate while engaged in such work. Ground riggers called in support of up riggers will also be paid at the
rigging rate. On all other shows or events where riggers are specified for the call, the appropriate rigging rate will

apply.

Truck loader waiting time shall be computed from the call time if no truck has begun being loaded or unloaded
within one-half hour of the call time. Waiting time will continue to be accrued in one-half hour increments until a
truck has begun. It will also continue to be accruing after one half hour from the time one truck is finished until
the next truck is begun or the loaders are released. There shall be a three hour limit on the per truck charge
after the truck has begun. After three hours on a single truck, waiting time shall be accrued on one-half hour
increments in addition to the per truck charge. If loading on a truck is started and loading is suspended, for the
loading of another truck, the computation of the three-hour limit will be suspended while the load of another truck
is taking place. Repacking or reloading of a truck will incur an additional per truck rate for each of the loaders.

HEALTH AND SAFTEY
a. Incases where it is determined to be necessary by both the lead stagehand and management,
additional truck loaders will be employed for multi-stacked trucks.

b. In cases where it is determined to be necessary boy both the lead stagehand and management,
additional riggers will be employed to facilitate the safe and expedient installation of motors and
trusses, etc.

PAYROLL
a. The "ATLANTA CIVIC CENTER” will require client to provide payroll service directly, or through Smith
and Stilwell Inc. d/b/a ShowPay as the Payroll Company. In either event the employer shall provide to
the Union a copy of applicable certification of Workman’s Comprehensive Insurance.

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IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR THE SUCCESFUL PLANNING OF YOUR EVENT

The Atlanta Civic Center production staff would like to offer their assistance in making your event a
complete success. To maximize our effectiveness in helping to achieve these goals, we ask that you
contact the Production office AT LEAST two to three weeks prior to your event'’s first scheduled activity,
and earlier than that, if the situation allows. The following is a list of questions we ask that you be ready to
discuss with production in order to efficiently address a variety of common issues:

What time will various events occur? Examples are load ins, meals, sound checks, performances (start
and finish), truck deliveries, etc.

What vendors are supporting your production? Examples would be lighting and sound providers, sets,
projection, back line, etc. It is also important for us to know the number and size of trucks that you will be
bringing to the venue.

What Civic Center equipment do you plan to use? We have a wide range of ‘inside rental’ equipment
available, and we will be happy to give you an estimate for these costs along with your labor estimate.

Will any of your gear need to be flown outside of the house fly system? For example, will you fly screens
or speakers over the audience or orchestra pit, or be utilizing lighting truss? If so we need to know that
your production will require specialized rigging personnel to accomplish your needs.

Will your event be taped or broadcast?

How will you be utilizing the orchestra pit? For example, it can be used for additional seating, as an
extension to the stage apron, or to seat a band or actual orchestra.

What are your labor needs for the venue? The Atlanta Civic Center uses IATSE Union members to staff
shows, so please be prepared to discuss how many people you anticipate needing to accomplish your set-
up and tear-down, as well as to actually run the performance. The more specific you can be (electricians,
carpenters, etc.) allows us to match personnel better to your needs, though it is not necessary for your to

specify.

Will you need any seats pulled in the house? For example, a center sound mixing, or camera positions
will normally require a number of seats to be pulled?

Our production team will discuss the above items with you or your production manager, and prepare an
estimate for both labor and in-house equipment based on this information. We will do our best to make
sure that your event runs as smoothly and efficiently as possible, and will attempt to keep your show ‘on
estimate’, however please understand that it is ultimately the client’s responsibility to manage the day, and
final billing will be based on actual labor and equipment usage as outlined in the preceding document.
